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THE INNOMINE CHORALE LTD.

About the middle of 1976, a handful of enthusiasts decided to form a choir. The beginning
was the same as that of many choirs. The difference is that this particular group started with a
vision — to share the joy and life in Chirst with others through music: They share this vision with
other Christians and the number of members started to grow steadily.

Mr. Stanley Cheng who had just returned from the U.S.A. after a year’s extensive study in
music; consented to be the conductor of the choir. And so, by the end of 1976, a committee was
organized and training began in January, 1977. At first, the choir rehearsed in Tsim Sha Tsui
Baptist Church. Now, she has her regular rehearsals at Mong Kok Baptist Church.

In July 1977, the Innomine Chorale registered as a non-profit making organization. Since the
formation, the Chorale has been invited to sing in various occasions: making recording in RHK
for a collection of Easter Hymns in 1977 and singing in conferences and meetings: The Hong
Kong for Christ Crusade, Baptist Convention Music Training Camp, Kowloon City Baptist Church
Revival Meeting, C. & M. A. Hebron Church the Gospel Saturated Movement 1978, and many
other evangelistic meetings in different churches.

Besides, in 1980, a successful “Good—Friday Sunrise Service in Music” had been held at
Baptist College Campus in company with Academic Community Church and Christian
Communications Ltd.

Further, with the assistance and arrangement of “Overseas Radio & Television Inc.” and
“South East Asia Association for the Promotion of Christian Church Music Ltd.” several
concerts and evangelistic meetings had been held in Taiwan in the summer of 1980.

In September 1977, the Chorale gave her first annal concert at the City Hall. A lot of advice
and encouragement were given. To-day is our fifth annual concert.
