The Latin word INNOMINE means "In
the name of God". In Chinese, both the
Chinese characters and the pronunciation
indicates closely the purpose and nature of

- the organization, that through sacred music

members can joyfully serve in the name of
God. The Chorale was founded in 1977 by a

‘group of devoted Christians who loved

sacred music. They did not belong to a
certain church or denomination and today the
forty plus members of the Chorale are also
from different churches.

The task of the Chorale is simple and
clear, that through the dedication of the
members, preach the gospel by means of

~ sacred music. Since 1980, the Chorale has
~ been performing in the evangelical meetings

both in Hong Kong and also out of Hong
Kong like in Taiwan, Singapore, Western
Malaysia, Indonesia and Thailand. In the
coming August, the Chorale will visit
churches in Beijing jointly with the Choir of
the Baptist Church Kowloon City. The
Chorale has made several visits to the

the coming visit to Beijing will be the first
time and a new experience.

The Chorale was registered as a charity

organization. The funding basically comes

from the donation of the members and other
Christians, and partly from the Annual

Chorale. Because of the support from
brothers and sisters, the Chorale has never
been in red figures thus enables it to serve

 the Christian community actively.
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Dorothy Cheung started learning piano
at a young age. After emigrating to the
USA. ., she continued her piano studies.
When studying at the North Park College,
she majored in music education and piano
and minored in organ and conducting which
led to a Bachelor's degree in music
education. Later she won a scholarship to
study at the Northwestern University,
specialising in piano and piano pedagogy.
One year later she obtained a Master's degree
in music and was admitted to two American
music associations - Mu Phi Epsilon and Pi
Kappa Lamda as honorary member.

In her gratification of God's gifts,
Dorothy Cheung decided to devote herself to
sacred music service. She took up a doctoral
course in sacred music at the Southwestern
Baptist Theological Seminary for a year.
During that year, she was also an assistant
lecturer in music theory and piano, as well as
an accompanist for the Vocal Music Division
of the School of Church Music.

In 1980, Dorothy Cheung returned to
Hong Kong. She has been the music director
and choir conductor of the Kowloon City
Baptist church since 1981. She is also a
lecturer of church music at the Alliance Bible
Seminary, the Director of the Hong Kong
School of Sacred Music, and council member
of the World Association for Chinese Church
Music, Hong Kong Region. She has been the
conductor of Innomine Chorale since 1984,
and music director and conductor since 1993.

She was guest conductor for various
choral groups, such as Hong Kong Oratorio
Society in Brahms' Requiem and Cantecore
Society in Rutter's Requiem.

During her sabbatical in 1
Cheung returned to the South
Theological Seminary to res
she took 19 years earlier. She obtamed her

degree in musical arts in

e the course
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Poon Tak studied piano with Wai-Tsuen
Ip and Sheila Fung in Hong Kong. She
gained the LRSM before furthering her
studies at the Royal Academy of Music in
London, where she was under the tuitions of
Frederic Jackson and Max Pirani for piano,
and Douglas Hopkins for organ.

At the RAM, she was awarded the
LRAM and ARCM, and she won many
prizes and awards. She was finalist in the
Royal Over-seas League Music Festival. She
also studied at the Royal School of Church
Musxc, and has obtained the LTCL in argan
performmg ‘ ‘

Since her return to Hong Kong, she has
given recitals and has appeared
accompanist in concerts. She currently
teaches piano at the Hong Kong Academy for
Performmg Arts and the Chinese University,
and she is also the orgamst of the China
Congregatlonal Church. :

Haydn's Eveningsong fo God serves as an introduction to Innomine Chorale's 20th
Anniversary Concert. It is indeed appropriate to first render glory to God and offer Him
the worship which He dlone deserves. This evening song is in essence a prayer asking
God for strength to carry forward and for guidance and protection. The work is in four
short sections, set off by two chordal long notes crying "Lord, Lord." The style is
homophonic throughout with the exception of the first section which is contrapuntal.

The Chorale then presents four numbers in a cappella style, one from the
Renaissance and the others from the American Contemporary period. The first one,
William Byrd's Haec Dies is written for six parts. The fext sets the familiar psalm "This is the
Day the Lord hath made." in a joyful theme with elaborate contrapuntal tfreatment. The
second section "We shall be glad in it" is in friple meter with slight syncopation. The
anthem ends with a long contrapuntal "Alleluia”. The next number is the well known
Alleluia by Randall Thompson. Alfred Mann has called it "a veritable symbol of
American choral singing." It has also been hailed as the single most popular piece of
American choral music. It is important for this piece to achieve perfect choral balance
and blend and, at the same time, to produce dynamic colours as the "alleluias" rise
from perfect serenity to thunderous out cries. The third work, another popular atfraction
in American choral concerts, is a difficult yet effective piece by the German-American
composer Jean Berger entitled Brazilian Psalm. The poem was Jorge de Lima's
Portuguese paraphrase of Psalm 150 set as a Latin-American festival procession. In this
work Berger employs multifunctional harmony and polytonality extensively yet his
melodic lines are viable. The fourth number Glorig is by another 20th century American
choral composer John Ness Beck. The main theme is sung by the female parallel triads
against the male voice in the background singing "glorias” in crispy ostinato. Beck
achieves intensity of dynamics and drama by faking the work through many key
changes between sections. It ends on series of chordal glissando in the voices Wthh is
a refreshing devxce for choral singing. ~

. Benjamin Britten's Festival Te Deum brings the audience to the British Contemporary
style. Britten’s austere and transparent character is an obvious contrast from the
passionate and kaleidoscopic character from his American counterpart. The work
opens with a chant-like unison section in quasi senza misura, meaning without
measured. The rhythm follows the inflection of the text by using numerous meter
chonges though in effect not metric. The organ plays quietly one chord with an
appogiatura in each 3/4 bar, thus provsdmg an ethereal background against the
chant. The second section changes to a dialogue between the choirs affirmation of
faith and the display of virtuosity of the organ. A soprano solo comes in and the
accompaniment in the first section returns. This leads to the final climax followed by the
solo's last statement. ‘

John Ness Beck's descriptive work Visions of $t. John is an interesting contrast from
the last work. The text is adapted from the book of Revelation in the Bible. Part one, the
Prologue, begins with a section that is spoken in unison, “announcing the second
coming of Christ. Part two describes furiously the seven angels and the seven trumpets.
Phrases such as "Woe to the earth” and "Star fall from heaven’ are depicted by the
descending chromatic patterns. Voice parts are stretched to the ultimate top part of



their respective range. Part ?hree gives a glimpse of the Tranqunlh’ry in the new hecwenly
cn‘y as the work ends on a series of "alleluios.” -

_ Two anthems of lighter nature close the first half of the program. They are by Allen
Pote and David Schwoebei respectively. The text of A Message from Paul is taken from
the familiar scripture passage on church music, Colosian 3:16. Handbells are used for
this particular song. An Expresstcn of Grafifude is taken from Philipians 1 :3-6 and 9-11.
Both songs convey rich sprm‘uol inspiration.

Part Six features two ‘soh‘gs of praise and thanksgiving in Mandarin. The first is by
David Yeung whose spiritual songs have been a blessing to Chinese Christians
worldwide. The second is a franslated piece amranged by Tom Fettke. It is then followed
by Victor Chan’s arrangement of Bin-Dei-Sae-Syt in Cantonese. It is a delightful short
piece with a refreshing organ accompaniment. John Rutter's | Will Lift Up Mine Eyes
impresses the audience with its long expressive lines in a smooth flowing manner.
Rutter's interesting rhythmic treatment is seen particularly in the use of the 7/4 meter.

 The program turns from praise and meditation to three well loved negro spirituals. It
is deﬁnjtely a challenge for a Hong Kong choral group to portray effectively the diverse
emotions such as joy, suffering, elation and resignation. However, negro spirituals as a
genre in choral repertoire is important that it deserves our effort in attempting to
capture the style of rich harmony and passionate out cries. ~

The last group in the program is for a fime of celebration of the twentieth
anniversary and also an affirmation of the Chorale's faith and vision. About thirty former
members, some coming from as far as Singapore and Australia, gather especially on
this occasion to join forces with the current members in the last three numbers. You are
the Light states that the Lord not only is our light, our hope, etc., He is our Song, the one
' about whom we sing. And it is only because of our love for the Lord Himself that we, as
a group, find it worthwhile fo continue our ministry in Innomine Chorale. Elgar's Great is
the Lord brings the entire program to the ultimate climax in atributing greatness to the
Lord. Brass and Timpani are added to the grandeur of the organ accompaniment,
together they provide powerful dynamic in majesty and adoration. Lastly, the audience
is invited to join in the hymn portion of Upon this Rock as a token of response in
attributing their praise and adoration to God.
